“Let
alone with a child that is biracial. So, I stayed up all night to write out my idea for the book.”

Through Mommy'’s House, Mason hopes that early readers will be able to see that they're not alone in this
experience, and that living in two households is quite common.

“Young children often don't understand their emotions, and this book can be used as a bridge to start a
dialogue with them,” she said. “There are silver linings with living between two homes and all the feelings
they feel are valid.”

Chloe Mason is based in the beautiful city of Portland, Oregon. Through her own personal experiences in
motherhood, Mason creates stories that will spark a dialogue for young readers. At the forefront and
within all of her children’s books are representation from all walks of life.
